News from 1973 to 1982. As the Chief Photographerand Photo Editor of the newspaper,
Tannenbaumwas on the scenecoveringthe Big!ǇǇƭŜΩǎriotous nightlife at iconic discotheques,
concerts,and barswhere fashionelites,celebrities,rock musicians,artists,and hipstersconvened.
Thegritty, decayingstreet scenein New Yorkwas the playgroundfor luminarieslike DebbieHarry,
TheCure,JackNicholson,BobMarleyandBruceSpringsteen.

Shootingin predominantlyblack and white film, ¢ŀƴƴŜƴōŀǳƳΩǎphotographyoffers a trip down
memory lane into a unique and ebullient era. Chroniclinga pivotal yet rocky period in New York
/ƛǘȅΩǎevolution,¢ŀƴƴŜƴōŀǳƳΩǎlensprovidesa historicalviewon the peoplewho revolutionizedNew
YorkCity. From photographingArenarock starssuchas the RollingStones,celebratedprominent
figureslikeMuhammadAli,andemergingpunkmusicianssuchasPattiSmith,Tannenbaumcaptured
a time where the city wasburstingwith creativityand vervein spite of the hardshipsand political
issuesof the time.

The imagesincluded in this exhibition reflect the ease,comfortability and friendship between
Tannenbaumand his subjects,which,at times, led to exclusivephotographicopportunitiessuchas
hisintimateportraitsof JohnLennonandYokoOnoa few weeksbefore[ŜƴƴƻƴΩǎtragicanduntimely
death.

Many of these photographsare presented in ¢ŀƴƴŜƴōŀǳƳΩǎnewly published book, Grit and
Glamour: TheStreetStyle,High Fashion,and LegendaryMusic of the 1970Ωǎ. Eachsectionof the
book focuseson a different aspectof the decadeτfrom nightlife, fashion,and street sceneto arts
andentertainmentandmusic,accompaniedby insightfulcommentaryandrevealinganecdotes.
